
ARTICLE VI.  MEDICAL STAFF MEETINGS
SECTION 1.  General Medical Staff Meetings

The Medical Staff shall have two (2) regular meetings each year.

A.
Annual Meeting. The annual staff meeting shall be held during the month of May and shall perform the following:

1.
Election of officers in odd numbered years; 

2.
Consider and act upon any administrative responsibility relating to the business of the Medical Staff.

B.
Mid-Year Meeting. The mid-year staff meeting shall be held in November and shall perform the following:

1.
Presentation of a program relating to the specific needs of Medical Staff activity; and,

2.
Consider and act upon any administrative responsibility relating to the business of the Medical Staff.

SECTION 2.  Special Meetings
The Chief of Staff, the Medical Executive Committee, or not fewer than 20% of the members of the Active Staff, may at any time file a written request with the Chief of Staff, that within ten (10) days of the filing of such a request, a special meeting of the Medical Staff be called.  The Medical Executive Committee shall designate the time and place of any special meeting.

Written or printed notice stating the time, place and purpose(s) of any special meeting of the Medical Staff shall be conspicuously posted and shall be sent to each member of the Medical Staff at least seven (7) days before the date of such meeting.  The attendance of the Medical Staff at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting.  No business shall be transacted at any special meeting except that stated in the notice of such meeting.

SECTION 3.
Other Meetings
Committees may, by resolution, provide the time for holding other meetings without notice other than such resolution.  Departments shall hold meetings as needed to carry out Department business.

SECTION 4. Quorum
1. Medical Executive Committee (MEC) meetings: fifty percent (50%) of the voting members of the MEC.

2. Committee meetings:  three (3) voting members of the committee.

3. Department meetings: five (5) Active Staff members of the department.

4. Medical Staff meetings: those Active Medical Staff members present and voting.  

SECTION 5.  Attendance 
Members of the Medical Executive Committee, Credentials Committee and the Performance Improvement Committee are expected to attend at least 50% of the meetings held.  Members of the Medical Staff are encouraged to attend meetings of the Medical Staff.  Meeting attendance shall not be used in evaluating members of the Medical Staff at the time of reappointment.

SECTION 6.  Rights of Ex-Officio Members
Except as otherwise provided in these Bylaws, persons serving as ex-officio members of a committee shall have all rights and privileges of regular members thereof, except they shall not vote or be counted in determining the existence of a quorum.

SECTION 7.  Minutes
Minutes are not required unless actions are taken. If actions are taken, the minutes shall include a record of the vote taken and shall be signed by the presiding officer, and copies thereof shall be submitted to the Medical Executive Committee.  A permanent file of the minutes taken shall be maintained.
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
