AcceptableContraindications for ACE and/or ARB use 

Contraindications MUST be LINKED to ACE/ARB use ï

requires a contraindication to both. Examples:

ñHx of Severe Cough w/ACE and Intolerant of ARBò

ñACE Allergy and ARB Allergyò

ñModerate or Severe Aortic Stenosis

ANY documented reason linked to BOTH ACE and 

ARBs

UNACCEPTABLE Contraindications for ACE and/or ARB use. 

Examples:

ñHx of Cough w/ACEò; BUT no mention of ARB use

ñHypotension on ARBò; BUT no mention of ACE use

ñK+ 5.5ò ïBUT no mention of ACE or ARB 

contraindications

ñStop Cozaar if BP < 90 Systolicò  BUT no further 

mention of ACE and ARB use/contraindications

ñHold Captopril if cough persistsò BUT no further 

mention of ACE and ARB use/contraindications

Results of Monitoring Indicators, 2003-2006
AMI - Beta Blocker use at discharge 80% to 96%

AMI - Smoking Cessation Counseling 65% to 100% 

Pneumonia - Antibiotics within 4 hrs of presentation 0% to 75%

CHF - Ejection Fraction Assessment 80% to 98%

Surgical Care - Antibiotics within 1 hour of Incision 78% to 90%

Areas for Improvement

Surgical Care - D/C Antibiotics 84% to 80% 

AMI - ACE/ARB Use 40% to 100% to 50% 

AMI - Aspirin at discharge 90% to 100% to 90%

CHF - Discharge Instructions 18% to 80% - The physician's list of 

medications the patient goes home on is a key factor in this 

element.

The following abbreviations are prohibited in any medical 

record documentation:

Q.D., QD, q.d.,qd MgSO4

Q.O.D, QOD, qod                               MSO4, MS

U, u                                                     TIW, tiw

IU, iu                                                  AS, AD, AU

ɛg for micrograms

Zero after decimal (Correct example: 1mg)

No Zero before decimal i.e. There must be a zero BEFORE 

a decimal can be used. 

(Correct example: 0.5 mg)

If used, hospital staff will contact physicians for clarification. 

In an urgent, emergent situation when a prohibited 

abbreviation is used but the intent is clear, the order will be 

processed and the physician contacted as soon as possible.

Prohibited abbreviations usage is monitored by the P & T 

Committee.

Initiative Aims to Avoid Deaths 

Due to Poor Handwriting

Physicians' handwriting on prescriptions has long been a 

safety concern. The National Institute of Medicine stated  

more than 7,000 die annually in the U.S. from preventable 

medication errors linked to handwritten prescriptions. As a 

result, the National ePrescribing Patient Safety Initiative 

launched a campaign to eliminate handwriting mistakes by 

enabling all physicians to write and send prescriptions 

electronically, according to an article in The Charlotte (NC) 
Observer. The article stated the Web-based electronic 

prescribing software will be offered free to any U.S. physician.

SMOKE & TOBACCO -FREE

Effective, May 31, 2007, Hendrick Health System, in 

conjunction with Abilene Regional Medical Center will 

become tobacco-free on each of our respective campuses. 

Having carefully considered everything we know about the 

dangers of tobacco, it is inconsistent with our mission to 

continue to allow the use of tobacco products on a Hendrick 

campus.  

The policy ban will apply to all patients, visitors, vendors, 

Hendrick employees, physicians and their employees.  This 

means as of May 31, 2007, no tobacco use of any kind will be 

permitted within the entire boundary of the Hendrick campus 

as well as all affiliate locations.  Anyone choosing to use 

tobacco must leave the campus to do so.
