Nurse Screening for C.Difficile - A protocol has been
developed for nurses to use in screening for C.Diff. All adult
patients will be tested if (a) they are admitted with diarrhea
and a history of antibiotic usage in the past four weeks or (b)
they develop diarrhea or bloody stools after admission to the
hospital. The nurse will order a C.Diff Assay and send the
specimen to the lab. The attending physician will be notified
that the specimen has been sent. The physician would then
have to order any treatment that might be needed.

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Radiology Corner

The Radiology Department recently purchased the GE
Signa 1.5T HDx MR upgrade pathway for both of the
current 1.5T magnets. This acquisition significantly
raises the bar for MR imaging in this community and
for your patients.

When the upgrades are complete, brain, spine and
musculoskeletal exams will be greatly improved
through the use of 16 -channel imaging and new pulse
sequences, such as MERGE and 3D COSMIC which
provide clearer, faster scanning and improved

detail.

Patients undergoing MRI exams should benefit from
shorter scan times afforded by the HDx upgrades and
a new dedicated MR stereo playing their favorite
music.

These Signa HDx upgrades will add the following new
exams to our MRI scanning capabilities:

--Complete breast MR imaging with computer aided
detection, spectroscopy and biopsy guidance;

--Neurosurgical planning suite with diffusion tensor,
FiberTrak and brain spectroscopy;

--Enhanced MR angiography with 16channel lower
leg arrays for diagnosis of peripheral vascular
disease;

--and TRICKS, an industryleading body imaging with
LAVAXYV which provide faster scanning times, more
detail and increased anatomy coverage.
